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FRAUD PROTECTION ALERT
CHANGES MADE TO THE
HOMEBANKING LOG-IN PROCESS

On March 15, 2007, a new multi-layered authentication
process was implemented on the home-banking site. Credit
union members now login as usual with their account
number and password. A security image appears requiring
the user to type in exactly the letters or numbers that are
seen in the color red within the security box. The final
authentication process is answering one of five randomly
pre-set personal questions.

The first time logging on, after typing in the security image
authentication, you are directed to answer five personal
questions such as: “What'’s your favorite movie?” or “What’s
your favorite color?” After the initial login and creating
answers to the five personal questions, future logins randomly
select only one of the questions to answer.
